It has been great to see school students and community members utilising the library on a regular basis.
We currently have 476 members on record and increasing every term. Our door counts are higher with a
19% increase and our borrowing statistics are an average of 400 items per month, which is an increase o
nearly 8% from last year.

We have had changes in staffing for 2010. Late last year Mandy Kerby moved to Strathalbyn which left
our library position vacant. Jodie Evans was appointed as library assistant on a twelve month contract
and she is currently undertaking a government funded traineeship for certificate Il in library and informa-
tion services. She has also completed Bookmark training, P2 training as well as attending general infor-
mation conferences regarding the library.

SCIS (schools catalogue information services) has also been introduced into our library office this year.
This enables us to catalogue books more quickly and efficiently. We made an important assessment this
year and decided to reatalogue the entire library resources in aim to achieve consistency, easy access of
resources and to simplify our items into 25 main locations. Adhatalogued items and new items now

have a printed spine label which is consistent, professional and readable. The teacher reference room
has had a makever with new wall shelving and spinners being installed. We have completed-the re
cataloguing of all teacher reference books.

Whilst, Jodie has been busy processing our resources, the volunteers have been very busy sorting out al
the library shelves. We have had a big clear out of old books, most of which were from other schools be-
ing donated after the fires. The paperback books are now located back into the shelves and all the books
are now in their right location in the library. The volunteers have done great work and we could not run
this library without their help.
